A NOTE FROM THE EDITOR

Some of you might be interesteq
in doing some reading this sum-
mer, You might find this helpful
in selecting a book—

LORD OF THE FLIES

. The theme of Lord of the Flies
is that defects of society can be
traced directly to the defects in
human nature. The morality of a
society depends on the ethics of
each individual, not on any sys-
tem, no matter how logical or re-
spectable.

The book is about a group of
English schoolboys whose plane
has wrecked on a small, uninhab-
ited island. The plane ang the
dead pilot are swept into the sea
and the boys. the oldest being
twelve, are left alone. The hoys
form a type of democratic govern-
ment, but because of jealousy and
greed among themselves, their
government cannot last. All but
three of them degenerate to sav-
ages, and of the three remaining
“sane” ones, two are killed by the
passionate savagery of the other
boys, who were once their school-
mates and friends.

I think Golding meant this book
to be a symbol of all human so-
ciety, It is a study of the effect

the individual personality has on
the society as a whole. One small
boy declared he had seen a “beast-
ie” or monster. Soon all the boys
were seeing such things, when in
actuality there was nothing at all.
By the time Ralph, the leader, had
discovered there was no beastie,
the boys had been living in fear
so long that they had begun to
kill anything or anyone they did
not understand. Golding uses the
beasties as an allegory. It repre-
sents all the boys’ fears. They
had given up hope of rescue and
refused to keep the signal fire
going, They had begun to wor-
ship the mysterious beastie and
left part of each pig they killed for

him.

I feel that Golding ended his
book wrong. In the end the boys
are rescued. If our society degen-
erated to the level as that of the
boys’, there would be no one to
rescue us. The book as it stands
does not have a really happy end-
ing, but the reader knows every-
thing will eventually be all right.
If such savagery actually cceurred
in today’s society, things would
never be “all right” again.
